Air cargo handlers are service personnel who are responsible for the timely transportation and movement of all cargo to and from the planes.  They ensure that passenger baggage are safely transported onto the conveyer belts and ensure that these are not misplaced.  Air cargo handlers sort baggage and load them into baggage compartments.  They must do this with utmost care to protect baggage and cargo from being damaged.  Air cargo handlers are important in ensuring the smooth flow of flights since any glitch regarding cargo loading can potentially cause delays and problems.
