Air freight agents work in airports where they organize and manage matters involving air freight.  They are service personnel that perform office-based tasks.  Air freight agents receive air freight shipments and accurately document them in records.  They ensure that records are well-kept and regularly updated so that no air freight is misplaced or lost without being monitored.  Air freight agents also oversee the loading and unloading of all air freight to guarantee that these are carefully handled and are loaded and unloaded in excellent condition.  Damages or problems with air freight should be promptly reported by air freight agents to airport management.
