Air taxi or charter pilots work in companies providing charter trips or may also be commissioned as a pilot on a project basis.  Air taxi or charter pilots are knowledgeable in piloting any aircraft but specifically use single engine or light twin engine planes for their duties.  These pilots go on flight to bring passengers or cargo to specific destinations.  Most of these trips are short distances but may take an entire day or several days to service a customer if the pilot is commissioned to wait for the customer after going places.  The routes of these pilots may vary depending on the customer and their travel hours depend on the demands of the customer.
