An airport fixed based operator line person is employed in airports or general aviation facilities where they work under the guidance of a fixed based operator.  The FBO line person position is usually an entry level position and those employed as FBO line persons begin their careers in aviation through this position.  Most FBO linepersons are young people who want to gain experience working with aircrafts.  They perform numerous basic tasks such as parking aircraft, fueling them and helping in the maintenance work of aircrafts.  FBO line persons are mostly paid on an hourly basis.  Students interested in aviation careers can work part-time as FBO linepersons after school hours.
