Art critics are employed by newspapers, magazines, journals, and websites to write articles about artworks, art exhibits, art galleries, artists, and other facets of the arts.  Art critics view artworks, attend art events, and conduct interviews to be able to make a detailed review of their subjects.  They may also conduct research and surveys to get additional information and the opinion of the public which they may include in their write-ups.  Art critics must therefore be highly skilled in writing and highly knowledgeable of art history and the art scene.  Art critics may specialize in a certain field such as painting or sculpture.
