Museums need art curators to handle ongoing exhibits to oversee the cataloging of paintings, sculptures and other artistic interpretations. They work hand-in-hand with volunteers and interns in preserving important documents regarding the arts. Sometimes, they are tasked to describe, analyze and catalogues objects that are of benefit to researchers and the public.
