Co-pilots or first officers work in airline companies, private companies, or and may also work for private aircraft owners.  Co-pilots work in the cockpit where they assist the captain in flying the aircraft.  Co-pilots are responsible for monitoring the flight instruments to ensure that the numbers are within normal range.  They also handle radio communication and monitor air traffic.  Co-pilots should be cautious and have good observation skills.  They must inform and alert the captain of any potential problems or suspicious changes in the flight panel or any safety issues.  Co-pilots must be well-trained and licensed and must be able to fly aircrafts well.
