Ferry pilots are employed by aircraft manufacturing companies, the military, or companies providing airline services for such purposes.  Ferry pilots are responsible for delivering new aircraft or aircraft that is purchased to dealer’s showrooms or the homes of private owners who have purchased aircrafts.  Ferry pilots may have to spend additional time in the location of the aircraft owners or dealers if needed.  They must take a flight in a commercial airplane to return to the company office or go home.  Ferry pilots are licensed pilots who may have had experience flying for other purposes such as being a commercial pilot or air taxi pilot.
