The musical background of a movies is considered among its most indispensable elements, setting the sustaining the mood and action flow as well as provide the proper thematic setting for its characters. This is the main responsibility of the Film Music Director who harnesses the musical resources at his disposal whether, original or existing musical materials.  A portfolio of film music works rounds out a resume for a film music director.
