Film production assistants are film crews that work on the set.  They perform numerous duties, including odd ones, since they can be asked to assist anyone on the set from the film director to the cameraman.  A film production assistant must be a good listener and good at multi-tasking.  This is an entry level position but many production assistants who perform their job well and learn as much as they can on the job easily land jobs with higher positions.
