A flight instructor’s role is to fully educate and prepare aviation students in all flying fundamentals during ground school. They instill values and teach rules, safety precautions, navigation and other important factors to consider during a flight. After ground school, the flight instructor now has the chance to teach the student to fly an aircraft.
