Flight test pilots work for government agencies responsible for ensuring civil aviation safety.  Flight test pilots check and ensure the airworthiness of all kinds of aircrafts by carefully studying them physical and conducting specific tests.  They must be excellent pilots since they conduct flight testing and assess the flight performance of aircrafts and their pilots.  Flight test pilots usually test prototypes of new designs or existing aircrafts that have been modified or developed for improved characteristics.  Flight test pilots should be certified and licensed pilots.  Employees require flight training while a degree in aeronautical engineering is an advantage for job seekers.
