Furniture restorers may work in museums and other similar institutions or may work for individual furniture collectors.  These are professionals in the woodworking industry and are knowledgeable of different kinds of furniture and methods of constructing them.  Furniture restorers examine antique furniture to determine the extent of damage or deterioration, plan and implement means of restoring them to their former condition.  They must be skilled in the use of different woodworking equipment to restore furniture such as shapers and sanders.
