Glass blowing is a technical job that entails artistry as well as skills in the use of machinery for creating glass products such as laboratory apparatus or glass sculptures.  Glass blowers may work in factories manufacturing products made from glass such as glass vases, bowls, laboratory apparatus, or decors.  Others may work as individual artists specializing in making sculptures and artwork employing glass blowing techniques.  Glass blowers mostly have art degrees but many employers do not require formal art degrees and get training on the job as long as they have a minimum high school diploma.
