Literary editors work for magazines, newspapers, and other publications that have literary pages or publish literature articles.  A literary editor supervises literary staff if there are any or is in charge of reviewing all literary articles that are submitted by publication writers from other sections or submitted to the publication as contributions.  He/she is responsible for planning the theme and content of literary pages for each issue, gives writing assignments to the writers, and then edit the articles until it is ready for submission to the higher editors.  Literary editors must be knowledgeable of the different formats of literary works such as poetry, short story, essays, and reviews.
