Non-fiction writers are writers who are skilled not only in writing but also in conducting research and gathering data.  Non-fiction writer write material that are based on real life events, accounts, and stories.  The information they write in their works must be accurate and correct since they are writing about persons, places and events that are real and part of history.  Non-fiction writers may write different forms of writing such as essays, short stories, biographies, and novels.  They may be employed by publishing and book companies, or they may also write manuscripts which they pitch to publishers or seek for funding to be published.
