Playwrights work for theatre production groups where they write plays for staging in theatres.  They may write plays based on their own ideas or they may also write plays based on ideas or concepts of the theatre production group.  Other playwrights write plays which they eventually present to theatre groups who may be interested in staging the play or they may look for financial source to fund the staging of the play.  Playwrights are very creative and skilled writers who may be self-trained or may have finished a degree related to writing.  Playwrights have to constantly improve their skill and search for new ideas to write about.  They must develop their own style to become known playwrights like Shakespeare.
