Print models work for advertising agencies and firms. In some cases, they may also be serve as subjects for freelance photographers who are working on projects for print.  Most print models are young since they are hired to promote and advertise products and fashionable wear.  However, some print modelling jobs are also available for those with children or are in their old age for products such as baby products, family wear, and products for the elderly.  Print models work pose in photo shoots depending on the instruction of print editors and photographers.
