Publicists work for talent agencies, literary agencies, or may be privately hired by specific clients such as authors, actors, and entertainers or performers.  They are responsible for promoting their client to the press and ensuring that they have maximum public exposure through different kinds of media.  Publicists regularly communicate with media people and maintain good relations with them.  They create media plans for their clients to make sure that they are interviewed and appear on television shows, radio, and other forms of media and that they have a good public image.  Publicists represent their clients regularly and speak on behalf of their clients especially in the face of negative issues they are involved in.
