Radio announcers may have varying careers depending on the type of radio program they are involved in.  Radio announcers may be disc jockeys or radio news broadcasters.  They can also work as hosts to radio programs interviewing special guests.  Depending on the type of work they are involved in, radio announcers have to perform different duties.  Disc jockeys have to prepare playlists for every airing and they need to be abreast of current music and artists.  Radio broadcasters have to prepare news articles for radio airing.  Most radio announcers need to have skills in interviewing guests and callers since most radio programs require interaction with the listeners.
