A radio broadcaster’s responsibilities depend on the radio station where he/she works. If it’s an AM (news and public service oriented) radio station, then a radio broadcaster is expected to deliver news and other public service announcements to the listeners. He/she might also conduct on-air interviews, take phone calls, and deliver some advertisements.

If a radio broadcaster works for a FM (music and entertainment-oriented) radio station on the other hand, then he/she is expected to play featured/requested songs on-air, deliver advertisements, and take phone calls from listeners. Of course, their tasks always depend on the radio program format assigned to them.
