Station supervisor work in airport terminals where they manage and oversee staff members in providing excellent service to passengers.  Station supervisors ensure the smooth operation of flights and the airport terminal. They ensure that aircrafts are in good condition, passenger services are well-provided, and cargoes are properly and smoothly transported and retrieved by passengers.  In small terminals, however, station supervisors may need to handle multiple service personnel work such as selling tickets and checking in luggage.  Station supervisors must ensure that airport operations are in compliance with aviation standards, policies and regulations.
