Literary scouts are wide readers who are responsible for looking for unpublished material or good works that are worth publishing and have a potential for being a hit in the market.  They have to recommend titles and works to clients who are looking for specific material that fits their needs and interest.  Literary scouts may work freelance or work for literary agencies or film productions.  Most literary scouts are on the look-out for foreign books and material that have a good potential to attract wide readership and sales in the country and recommend them for local versions.
