Agricultural pilots are employed by companies needing aircrafts for agricultural purposes such as pesticide companies, government agencies, or aircraft companies that can be commissioned to provide such services.  They must be knowledgeable of flying different kinds of aircrafts including helicopters which may be used for specific purposes.  Agricultural pilots fly special kinds of aircrafts for spraying chemicals like pesticides and insecticides on farms, forests, or other areas.  They may also be used to do aerial spraying of water and fire-fighting chemicals for forest fires or for surveying cattle and other farm animals during circumstances such as typhoons.
