Art designers may be employed by advertising agencies, companies, and organizations for creating artworks and design the company or their clients need.  Art designers need both talent and skill to become effective in performing their duties, aside from possessing relevant educational background in the arts.  Art designers may also work as freelance art designers, applying and working for particular projects.  This profession is expected to grow as advertising and promotion is important for any industry and organization.
