Art historians work in art museums or private art establishments.  They possess broad knowledge about art history and may also specialize in the art of a particular culture or a specific art movement.  Art historians evaluate art pieces and study them to determine their particular age and source.  They must be highly knowledgeable of the different artists and periods in the development of the arts around the world.  Art historians are also involved in the preservation and restoration of different kinds of artifacts.  They must be interested in viewing architectural finds and various references in performing their tasks.
