Depending with the extent and nature of engineering operations, professional engineers are headed by lead or senior engineers for each area of expertise and they all report to the Engineering Director or VP who is responsible for providing the overall leadership in managing the resources allotted to the department.  The Engineering Director has both technical competence and managerial skills that bring the engineering teams to work in accordance with business and operational objectives.
