Medical students CV should highlight education, academic honors and any clinical experience. Highlight any extracurricular activities that demonstrate leadership qualities relevant to the medical profession to make the CV more effective. Including any publications, directed research, and foreign language skills is of an added advantage in the CV.

To make the CV attractive to the prospective employer it’s important to present a clear snapshot of your experience including education, experience, degrees etc clearly in the CV. For a medical student applying for a residency, the focus of your CV will be on your education, academic honors, and clinical experience. Given below is the sample Medical students CV.
