Agriculture professors can be found in colleges and universities.  They are part of the teaching personnel and are responsible for handling classes involving agriculture and related subjects.  Agriculture professors must possess sound understanding of the history of agriculture, the principles, and the complexities behind the science of taking care of plants and animals for domestic use.  Agriculture professors may specialize in different branches of agriculture such as agronomy, animal science, horticulture, entomology, and others.  Agriculture professors must be capable of holding classes outside classrooms and in the field where students can be actually exposed to farms and have hands-on experience in agriculture.
