The pervasive appeal of home theater entertainment systems invariably gave the electronics technicians a wider field of equipment to maintain.  Today,  apart from repairing stereo systems, most have evolved into Audiovisual Home Entertainment Technicians who cover the entire range of products that define the 21st century audio and video reproduction appliances, including multimedia computers and gaming consoles.
