Radio and TV broadcast would not be without the licensed radio engineers operating the transmission and audiovisual equipments used in the studios and the Broadcast Technician plays a significant role in installing, maintaining these fixed and mobile broadcasting equipment. They are often working together with radio and communications engineers who supervise them or work on routine repair and adjustments.  With internet technologies, they can also work with webcasting.
