Child care workers work in government agencies providing social services or in daycarecenters where parents may leave their children to be able to go to work.  Their main responsibility is to ensure that children they look after are taken good care of and are provided with their needs as well as given a good atmosphere to learn life processes.  Child care workers are important in helping parents hone their children into responsible adults since they are responsible for providing children a suitable learning environment appropriate to their age.   They organize activities such as educational games that would teach children and hone their intellectual, physical, social and emotional skills.  Child care workers help children explore their world and learn about themselves and their surroundings.
