Clinical Psychiatrists are doctors who specialize in providing mental health care. They assess patients suspected of mental illnesses and prescribe treatment with a combination of psychotherapy, psychoanalysis, and drug medication.  They confirm patients suffering from psychosis, neurosis and schizophrenic disorders who are often in denial mode to want to get Psychiatric help. Clinical Psychiatrists are also consulted or employed in mental institutions as was as tapped for testing alleged criminals claiming temporary insanity.
