Ecology professors are teachers in colleges and universities that handle courses in ecology, the study of living things, their relationships, and ecosystems.  Ecology professors mainly handle specific ecology courses but some may also handle basic biology courses which they are also experts in.  An ecology professor must have a baccalaureate degree in biology or a related course and also take a master’s or doctorate degree in ecology.  This academic requirement and related work experience are the common requirements of employers seeking ecology professors.  Ecology professors must possess a love for nature and field work which they are involved in due to their profession.
