Restoration crew leaders are employed to perform different aspects of restoration field work for companies or organizations that are involved in environmental conservation or related fields.  They supervise restoration crew in accomplishing tasks that are needed to restore ecosystem and land conditions.  Restoration crew leaders manage and supervise tasks such as planting, seeding, application of pesticides and herbicides, as well as repairing the field and preventing soil erosion.  They must therefore be highly knowledgeable of planting and agriculture methods and familiar with the operation of related equipment.  Since this position requires field work, restoration crew members must be capable of doing heavy physical work.
