Environmental superintendents work for different public and private organizations and companies.  Generally, they are responsible for handling environmental management issues faced by industries such as mining and power industries.  They supervise and manage a team of environment and social responsibility professionals to ensure that the company complies with all government, national and international laws and standards regarding environmental safety and protection.  Environmental superintendents also serve as a representative and liaison officer of the company, interacting with the community and the public that is directly or indirectly affected by company operations.  They may also communicate with government officials and agencies.
