Facilities and infrastructure maintenance personnel work in different kinds of companies where they are responsible for the repair and maintenance of buildings and equipment.  They have to be able to repair mechanical equipment and machines as well as maintain infrastructure.  Because of the various kinds of structures they take care of, these maintenance personnel must be a jack of all trades.  They repair plumbing as well as air conditioning and heating systems.  In addition, they also fix parts of buildings such as the roof, floor, windows, doors, ceiling, electrical system and other parts of the building.  Occasionally, facilities and infrastructure maintenance personnel may be tasked to repair special machineries in other areas. But over-all, their responsibility is to troubleshoot any defective equipment or damaged infrastructure.
