Fact checkers are employed by magazines or television networks and is an important employer in the field.  They are responsible for ensuring the accuracy and truthfulness of all the information and data presented in articles and in television programs that are mostly news-related or based on real-life events or situations.  Fact checkers must be excellent researchers and reporters since many of their skills are required in these positions.  They painstakingly review all stories to confirm the content through different sources and different means.  Thus, fact checkers must be resourceful and patient in conducting their work.  They are reliable individuals and are often required by employers to be graduates of communications degrees.
