Food and Beverages Supervisors work at food outlets overseeing the production and distribution of food and drink items. They are expected to run the staff at their disposal efficiently, oversee the finances and keep their stores stocked. Food and Beverage Supervisors may find jobs in a number of places including restaurants, hotels, banquet halls, school and college canteens and fast food outlets.

A good CV is recommended for applicants. Food and Beverages Supervisors may work in close conjunction with Restaurant Managers and Hotel General Managers.
