Graphics editors are graphics artists that are skilled in editing photographs, drawings, illustrations, and other graphics for use in print or other forms of media.  They are usually part of the editorial board of publications such as newspapers and magazines but also work in advertising agencies and other industries that use graphics or they may work freelance.  Graphics editors are highly knowledgeable and skilled in using photo and graphics editing software.  They are creative and familiar with different styles of editing and keep updated on emerging technologies and upgrades of existing software.  Graphics editors must know how to choose the graphics and editing style to suit articles and their objective or purpose.
