Horticulture is the science of crops and their characteristics.  Horticulture professors teach students about different farm crops and how these are planted and cared for in farms.  Professors teaching in this field are graduates of bachelor’s degree in agriculture; the professorial position also requires teachers to undertake a master’s and doctorate degree in horticulture.  Horticulture professors need to know farm practices and apply them in the field.  They have to possess knowledge in preparing lesson plans, modules, laboratory exercises, and field exercises to suit particular courses and effectively discuss the topics to the students.  Other functions of horticulture professors may be writing research papers and holding administrative functions.
