Detectives who work for hotels are responsible for preventing and mitigating losses and protecting assets of the hotel as well as those of its guests.  Hotel Detectives protect guests and employees from theft of their belongings, prevent vandalism, damage or loss of hotel property and preserve order in hotel shops, restaurants and bars. They also may keep undesirable persons, such as beggars, street bums and known thieves off the premises.
