Human ecology professors are responsible for teaching graduate and undergraduate students about the concepts of human ecology and their practical application in life.  Human ecology professors must be knowledgeable about different aspects about the human body and processes which may include human physiology and nutrition as advance courses.  Most universities require a Master’s or Doctorate degree in the field for human ecology professorial positions.  They must possess an interest in the field as well as willingness to conduct activities and research in the field which may require travel to far-flung or remote areas.
