Lifestyle editors work in magazines and newspaper organizations.  They may also be employed by television networks that air programs specializing in lifestyle topics.  In newspapers, lifestyle editors take charge of the lifestyle section or lifestyle pages of the newspaper and oversee the lifestyle writers.  Lifestyle editors need to be highly knowledgeable of the different aspects that fit into the lifestyle category such as fashion, food and cooking, clothes and accessories, family and home life.  Their own experiences become an important source of reference and examples to be used in articles and can be shared to writers.  They edit lifestyle articles and ensure the content and grammar.
