Literature professors are employed in universities and colleges.  They have creative talent and are skilled in writing literary works.  Literature professors study and teach the history and concepts of literature, different genre and forms of literary writing, as well as literary writers.  They may also teach courses about literary criticism and review where students learn to give their own views about the works of known writers or those of their peers.  Literature professors are graduates of English or literature degrees which they also specialize in in their master’s or doctorate degrees.  They may specialize in topics like world literature or in specific genre like poetry, short story, or novel writing.
