Marine biologists are biology graduates who specialize in the study of living organisms in the ocean and other marine or brackish water.  Marine biologists may specialize further on particular marine life like plankton and oceanography, and they may also pursue careers in different fields such as science and research or may work for organizations caring for marine life.  They may be involved in conducting water quality studies as well as marine ecology assessment to determine the cleanliness and condition of oceans and their marine life.  Marine biologists conduct field work and must be capable of handling different kinds of marine living organisms as well as be skilled in swimming and diving.
