Market research officers work in business establishments where their primary function is to conduct relevant research about market trends and movement to help the company reach optimum sales and performance.  Market research officers collect information and analyse data regarding customer demographics, preferences, and needs.  They also gather data about the buying habits of customers to be able to determine potential markets and the factors that affect product sales or services.  With regard to this function, market research officers prepare reports about their findings and prepare data for proper graphic illustration and presentation to the management.  In addition, they make market forecasts and monitor marketing and sales trends.
