The Martial Arts Instructor can apply to self-defense teachers for various martial arts like Karate, Tae-Kwon-do, Jujitsu, Kung-Fu and other martial art disciplines.  Some are employed as regular teachers in a martial arts school specializing in any of these disciplines or offer services as part time freelancers.  They can work in schools for children or for adults.
