Medical directors are employed in hospitals and other institutions providing health care such as medical care facilities and hospice programs.  Medical directors are responsible for ensuring the overall medical direction of the hospital or facility in taking care of its patients and their families.  Medical directors regularly consult with attending physicians of patients to monitor and assess the care and treatment that they are giving their patients.  They can give recommendations and suggestions in properly handling cases and may be involved in making decisions over controversial or sensitive medical treatment and operations that physicians are planning for patients.
