Parking enforcement workers are employed to implement parking rules and regulations.  They are primarily responsible for managing and monitoring the orderly and proper parking of individuals in public places and private establishments or large buildings.  Parking enforcement workers man parking meters and are responsible for winding the meter clocks and regularly collecting the coins deposited in the meters.  They record information regarding vehicle registration, identification and status of vehicles in handheld computers and are also responsible of retrieving the same information if necessary.  Parking enforcement workers identify vehicles that violate parking codes and coordinate with dispatchers in cases of suspicious vehicles to determine the identity of the owners of the vehicles.
